At the electrifying Gold Whistle Retriever Trials, 
visitors of all ages will be amazed as the bond between handler and dog is put to 
the test in this hunting simulation.  The Big Air Dog Show is guaranteed to get the 
audience involved!  Leaping after a decoy, each dog will make two jumps from a 
dock into a large water-filled pond.  The dog with the longest jump in the final 
round will be declared the winner.  Amazingly, the top dogs in the competition will 
travel more than five metres through the air.  The soaring jump and that big splash 
will really get the crowds going!  Visitors will also marvel at Dogs with Jobs 
demonstrations including police, search and rescue, guide and sled dogs.  In 
addition, look out for 25 dogs in the Rare Breed Dog Show as well as more than 30 
Breed Clubs representing the different breeds available in Ontario. 
 
In the Coleman Outdoor Adventure Zone, some of the fastest-growing new outdoor 
sports will be represented.
